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This upcoming year will see four GOYA
productions, two of which will be in our
subscription series.

MAGIC MAN THE MUSICAL (MERLIN
FOR THE NEW MILLENNIUM) will be

shown at Centrepointe Theatre from October 21

— October 29. Tickets are on sale now. This is
another new Canadian musical, co-created by

Gord Carruth (Joey, The Princess & the Pirate,
Vaudeville) and Chris Pilsworth, one of Canada’s

most renowned magicians. This is a story of a

young man, a modern day Merlin, pursuing his
dream against all odds to bring back a sense of

wonder to a jaded world.

The show is produced by Karen Comber & Mary
Lou Mes (welcome back...and you thought you
could take a break!) and directed by Alan Viau
(who directed Little Red Riding Hood in March
2004 and stage managed In the Time of Old Age
last April), musical direction by Jackie Hawley

(welcome to GOYA’s orchestra pit, Jackie),
choreography by Joan Scarcella (who has

choreographed every show GOYA ever produced

and directed the blockbuster production of
Menopositive last season), stage manager
technical director is Elaine McClausland
(Elaine is also new to GOYA), set design
by Paul Gardner (GOYA’s Director of
Technical Services), set construction by
Steve Jones & Chris Pilsworth (Steve has
built just about all of our sets and will
continue to do so as long as we keep him in
beer and have good looking women in the
cast. Chris, being a magician, obviously has
his own needs), lighting design by Chris
Amott (who had done so numerous times
for us), sound design by Steve Rizewiski
(who is new to us), properties by Barb
Dickson (another longtime GOY Aite who
has done properties for all our musicals),
make-up & hair design by Sue Dacey (who,
apart from running her own company,
Suzart Productions, is always there when
we need her), and costume design by
Maureen Russell (welcome to our sweat
shop, Maureen).

The cast is not complete yet, but will
include Chris The Great Pilsworth himself
(Vaudeville), Laurie Dickson (Joey, The
Princess & the Pirate), Doug Thicke ( The
Princess & the Pirate, Vaudeville), Chris
Bancej (Vaudeville) and Lesley Osborn
(Menopositive).Children that are returning
from other GOY A productions include
Shannon Baldwin, Nick Frosst and Casey
Nash).

JACK AND THE GIANT, a musical
adaption of Jack and the Beanstalk, will
take place in the Chamber next year during
March break and will be produced by Cathy
Chalykoff and directed by Jennifer Heale
(who also did Hansel & Gretel together).
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A PARTY TO MURDER by Marcia Kash &
Douglas Hughes will take place in the Chamber
at Ben Franklin Place from April 28 — May 6,
2006. It will be directed by Dorothy Gardner.
This comedy thriller takes place on Halloween
when six people come to play a murder-mystery
game. They appear to be set for a weekend of
fun, but when ghosts from the past begin to haunt
them, it becomes clear that all is not as it seems.

THANKS FOR THE MUSIC will return next
year during July after a three-year absence.
Created by Catherine Gasper & Pat McAlpine,
this musical tribute to the 70s and 80s features a
cast of highly talented musicians, singers and
dancers taken from Ottawa high schools.
Following a tour of senior’s residences, the show
will move for a few days into the Chamber at
Ben Franklin Place.
